
TRANSITION SECTION - PAY LIMIT 
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1. Attach guardrail to bridge rail or concrete 
barrier with 7 /8" (in) diameter bolts with resin­
bonded anchors per Standard Specification, 
Section 9-06.4. 

2. Do not damage existing reinforcement. Core 
drilling allowed if existing reinforcement is 
located prior to drilling. Roughen edges of 
core drilled holes. 

3. If the last guardrail post is 3" (in) or less from 
the end of the bridge barrier, this attachment 
and blackout is not necessary.
