10.1 About rideshare projects

A rideshare is a carpool or vanpool arrangement of one or more groups of a minimum of
three people (including drivers) and a maximum of 15 people (including drivers)
transported in a passenger vehicle with a gross vehicle weight not exceeding 10,000
pounds.

Rideshare projects focus on purchasing rideshare vehicles and equipment and
promoting increased rideshare participation among employees.

10.5 Special considerations for the Public Transit Rideshare

Grant Program
While the biennial transportation budget proviso authorizes the Public Transit Rideshare

program, WSDOT derives many of the program’s requirements, including key
definitions, from Chapter 46.74 RCW.

10.5.1 Match requirements
Refer to Appendix A for the match requirements of the Public Transit Rideshare grant
program.

10.5.2 Grant program-specific reporting requirement (for capital

vehicle projects only)

You must submit monthly reports within 30 days after the end of each month. Reports
must include the requested information and follow the format provided in the WSDOT
Rideshare Data Collection Qualtrics survey tool.

10.5.2.1 Filling out the survey

The first three questions of the survey ask for your organization’s name, the reporting
year, and the reporting month. Please ensure this information is accurate. If your
organization is not listed or if you have discontinued your rideshare program and wish to
have your name removed, reach out to the assigned WSDOT contact listed in your
grant agreement.

You must enter your organization’s rideshare data in each applicable text box.
Questions marked with an asterisk (*) are required fields. When you have completed the
survey, click the green “Submit” button located at the bottom right of the page. To
submit data for another month, refresh the page or reopen the survey link. You may
submit data for any month at any time.

10.6 Special considerations for the State Worker Vanpool

Grant Program

The State Worker Vanpool Grant covers 100 percent of base vanpool fares for eligible
state workers. The grant program reimburses public transit agencies for these base
fares but does not cover additional costs incurred by drivers or riders, such as fees
related to optional services, vehicle upgrades, or other non-base commute expenses.

State workers eligible for this benefit must complete a participation agreement and
obtain authorization from their employer before using the benefit. The participation
agreement must include:

e The employer’s letterhead from the rider’s state agency.
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e A signature from an authorized representative of the employer.

e The rider’s signature.

Public transit agencies are responsible for reviewing the participant agreement and
determining eligibility for the benefit.

WSDOT will reimburse base vanpool fares only for state workers who have completed a
participation agreement, obtained employer authorization, and been verified as eligible
by a public transit agency. Invoices must include the names and employers of all state
workers participating in the benefit.
